Book Club 

After another difficult, hot summer and the clean-up from Hurricane Irene, it will be good to get things back to normal.  
This past summer’s heat was comparable to last year and caused some turf loss along the outer edges of the greens.  
Although not unusual, in the sense that we usually have a couple of areas along the edges that struggle with the     
summer heat, this year was a bit worse than normal.  The edges of the greens are the most stressed mainly  because of 
competition from the bermuda grass collars which prefer hot and humid conditions, and can steal water and nutrients 
from the bentgrass.  We have spent a lot of time replacing the worst areas, while the other weak areas are filling in 
nicely on their own.    Having two consecutive summers with extreme heat makes you wonder if this will become the 
new norm?  We will look to add more fans around the greens this winter to improve the air movement for the        
bentgrass.  Having looked at the research related to bentgrass health and fan usage, as well as seeing the effect that 
fans have had at the club, I believe this will be a good investment. 
 

Hurricane clean-up is 90 percent finished with only some stump removal remaining to be completed.  We lost 15 trees 
from the storm, but overall, not as bad as it could have been.  We still have many hanging limbs that need to be taken 
care of over the winter months. 
 

There have been many comments recently about the bunkers and the fact that they are not draining as effectively  
anymore.  Unfortunately, this problem will not go away, but will only get worse over time.  The average life span of a 
bunker  before it no longer drains properly is 5 to 10 years.  It seems hard to imagine, but we are now 7 years away 
from the renovation, so we are right in the middle of the average life span.  We have had several big rain events over 
the last couple of years that have really damaged the bunker drainage system.  Essentially, the clay and silt that shapes 
the bunker mixes with the bunker sand and causes a clogging of the drainage system.  Sand drains so well because it is 
comprised of large particle sizes which allows water to pass through it.  Clay and silt are comprised of smaller particle 
sizes, so when you mix the small and large particles together, it packs much tighter and doesn’t allow water to pass 
through.  The drainage pipes underneath the sand are intact, but water just can’t get to it.  When we get into extended 
wet weather periods, the bunkers stay wet and the problems are more apparent.  We will do our best to combat the 
bunker issues, but wanted to explain the situation so that you could identify with the root cause.
